1 The procedure to install Moodle on Ubuntu Linux 16.04
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Getting ready for Moodle installation

To follow the installation procedure, you need to be connected to the internet.
Locate the tutorial Getting ready for Moodle installation.
This tutorial explains the prerequisites for installing Moodle on Ubuntu Linux OS.

At 0.50 the tutorial mentions the system prerequisites for installing Moodle. Make sure you have the
right configuration machine.

At 2.28 the tutorial explains to check whether XAMPP installation is already installed in your Ubuntu
Linux system.

At 4:02 the tutorial shows to check the version of PHP on your system.
At 4:50 the tutorial shows to check the version of MariaDB on your system.
At 7:00 the tutorial shows that the XAMPP is running successfully.

If you get an error in XAMPP related to port refer to section 3 XAMPP - Errors of this sheet for
solution.

At 7:12 the tutorial explains to add a user and create a database for Moodle.

Follow the instruction from 7:12 and proceed to do the setup as shown in the tutorial.

Installing Moodle on Local Server

1. Locate the tutorial Installing Moodle on Local Server.
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At 1:44 the tutorial explains how to launch XAMPP and to check the DOCUMENT_ROOT path where
the Moodle has to be installed.

At 2:48 the tutorial explains to go to the official website of Moodle which is www.moodle.org

To follow our tutorial, Moodle 3.3 can be downloaded from the link: http://www.spoken-tutorial.iitb.ac.in/moodle

Follow the instruction from 2:57 and proceed ahead.

At 10:23, the tutorial shows some error under Other Check option. If you get the same error, please
refer to the Additional reading material link of this tutorial for solution.

Proceed with the setups as shown in the tutorial and complete the installation.

8. At 14:10, we can see the Moodle site which is ready to use.

To practise using the side-by-side method, adjust the size of the web browser containing the video to
the left half of your screen. On the right half open and fit the web browser containing Moodle page.



2 The procedure to install Moodle on Windows 10
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Follow the given steps

To follow the installation procedure, you need to be connected to the internet.

Go to the given link to download moodle:
https://download.moodle.org/download.php/windows/MoodleWindowsInstaller-latest-33.zip

. Open file explorer by pressing Windows + E. Browse to the folder where you have saved the Moodle

zip file.

Create a folder Moodle in C drive. Right-click on the zip file and select Extract All. Click on Browse
option and select C drive and then Moodle folder. (eg: C:\Moodle). Click on the Next button.

5. Go to the Moodle folder.

Double click on Start Moodle application. It will open command prompt and start the Apache and
MySql services.

. If you get an error in XAMPP related to port refer to section 3 XAMPP - Errors of this sheet for

solution.

8. If firewall is enabled, a dialog box appears. Click ”Allow access”
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To check whether Apache and MySql services are started, go to C:\Moodle \server and open xampp-
control application. This will open xampp control panel. Select language from the language dialog
box. Click on Save.

Open browser and type localhost in the url. This will redirect to Moodle installation page.

Choose a language. English is the default. Click on ”Next” button.

Web address: http://localhost
Moodle directory: C:\Moodle\server\moodle

Data directory: C:\Moodle\server\moodledata
Click on ”Next” button.

2.1.2 Database configuration page

In the Database configuration page
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Enter your database credentials

Database host: localhost (by default localhost)
Database name: moodle-st

Database user: moodle-st

Database password: moodle-st

Proceed with the given steps

Let other fields remain as they are. Click "Next” button
Read the licence agreement and click ”Continue”
Next is the Server checks page.

Scroll down to see the message > Your server environment meets all minimum requirements”.
Click on Continue.

This step may take some time depending on your system configuration. Click Continue when you get
a success message for the installation.

. The next page is for administrator configuration. Enter the username that you want for the Moodle

Administrative page.
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. username: admin

Email address: priyankaspokentutorial @ gmail.com
Note down the username and password that you have created for future use.

Select your country as India and timezone as Asia/Kolkata from the dropdowns. Click on “Update
profile” button.

If you get any error, Go to C:\Moodle\server\moodledata and delete all the files and folder inside
moodledata folder. Reload the homepage.

Next page is the front page settings. This is the page people will see when they visit the Moodle site.
Enter your details.

Full site name: Digital India LMS

Short name: Digital India LMS

Under New settings-Location settings, select India/Kolkata as Default timezone.

In the Outgoing mail configuration window, add .com at the end of noreply @localhost
Click on ”Save Changes” button.

You can see the front page of the moodle site.

3.1 Apache port error
